Flat panels in the conference area use a new technology that updates information and images wirelessly and displays
that information on a panel, which is not a video screen, but is referred to as “electronic paper”. The banquet area hosts multiple room-size
configurations with automatic audio-dividing systems. “Our clients will have a lot of versatility and options in staging and room configurations for
various size events,” said John Bowen, Executive Director for the facility.
